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Cambodia - South Vietnam: Relations between
South Vietnam and Cambodia are entering another
critical period.

Saigon yesterday warned that it would have to re-
vise its policy if Cambodia enters into a formal agree-
ment with the National Liberation Front, the Commu-
nist political arm in South Vietnam. The warning was
prompted by current discussion between Cambodian
officials and Front representatives looking toward
the signing of a border agreement.

Privately, South Vietnamese officials say that
they might retaliate by recognizing the Khmer Serei,

*South Vietnam: Tri Quang, Buddhist leader in
central Vietnam, is now throwing his weight behind
efforts to topple the Huong government.

Quang, who masterminded the Buddhist campaign
last year against the Diem regime, has told US offi-
cials in Hué that if the entire government of Premier
Huong does not resign in the near future, he will op-
pose it "in many ways." He specifically mentioned
demonstrations in Hué which thus far has remained
free of anti-Huong agitation.

Quang stated that he was aware of the danger of
Viet Cong exploitation of any disturbances in central
Vietnam, but he claimed that it would be even more
dangerous for the Buddhists to remain inactive against
the present regime. He characterized Huong as stupid,
anti- Buddhist, and lacking in popular support.

Quang, possibly for tactical reasons, has remained
aloof from the active antigovernment campaign of Bud-
dhist leader Tam Chau in Saigon until now. With the
entire Buddhist hierarchy now openly arrayed against
the government, Huong's prospects appear increas-
ingly shaky.
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Brazil: 'Brazil's insistence that Uruguay restrict
